 In response to school closures, the Mulberry Elementary School District has made several changes to program offerings in order to provide quality education and curriculum to our students during this time of Distance Learning. The primary focus for our students is to master the ELA and Math Common Core State Standards; the secondary focus is to master the Next Generation Science Standards and Social Studies Standards.  We are offering blended coursework with instruction being provided both online with the use of Google Classroom and paper/pencil packets which are picked up and returned weekly on Mondays. 
Teachers are meeting with their classes at least twice a week using Google Meet.  Teachers also keep in close contact with parents and students to offer support and answer any questions that they might have.  We have checked out laptops to students that did not have a device at home to use and checked with all families to make sure that they have internet access in order to complete online assignments.  The students are given a weekly schedule on Mondays of lessons and assignments for the week which is posted in Google Classroom and a paper copy is provided in their work packet.  Students’ work is checked for accuracy and completeness, feedback and intervention is provided when needed
Special Education services are also conducted remotely via teleconferencing or video conferencing. All students continue to receive speech, psychological, and educational services in a remote learning style. Our Special Education Teacher collaborated with General Education Teachers to create packets that meet the individual needs of all students in special education and assist them in reaching their goals in their Individualized Education Plans.

The Mulberry Elementary School District has continued to provide English Language learners, foster youth, and low-income students with targeted instruction and support services to ensure that these students are working towards meeting the State Standards.

The Mulberry Elementary School District teachers have delivered high-quality distance learning opportunities to each of their students by maintaining personal and individualized contact with each child and providing a comprehensive learning experience. Teachers are effectively utilizing Google Classroom to impart instruction.
